River: In typography, rivers, or rivers of white, are visually unattractive gaps appearing to run down a paragraph of text. they can occur in any automatic text  justification.

Halftone: is the reprographic technique that simulates continuous tone imagery through the use of equally spaced dots of varying size.[1] 'Halftone' can also be used to refer specifically to the image that is produced by this process.

Dot gain: is a phenomenon in printing and graphic arts whereby printed dots are perceived and actually printed bigger than intended. This causes a darkening of the screened images or textures, especially in the mid tones and shadows. This happens because of the viscosity of ink and its ability to spread through the paper as it is soaked in. Dot gain varies with paper type. Uncoated paper stock like newsprint paper shows the most dot gain.

Screen: In graphic design thre The term “Screen” often refers to the “Halftone Screen” a pattern of dots of varying sizes applied to an image of varying tones, or same sized dots applied to a tint of colour, when output to - film for the printing processes - or laser printed artwork.

“Offset”  Refers to Offset printing is a widely used printing technique where the inked image is transferred (or "offset") from a plate to a rubber blanket, then to the printing surface. When used in combination with the lithographic process, which is based on the repulsion of oil and water, the offset technique employs a flat (planographic) image carrier on which the image to be printed obtains ink from ink rollers, while the non-printing area attracts a film of water, keeping the non-printing areas ink-free.

Coated paper is paper which has been coated by a compound to impart certain qualities to the paper, including weight and surface gloss, smoothness or ink absorbency. Graphic designers refer to glossy papers as “coated”.

Lorem Ipsum: In graphic design, lorem ipsum is common placeholder text used to demonstrate the graphic elements of a document or visual presentation, such as font, typography, and layout. See www.lipsum.com

PMS:Pantone Matching System a proprietary color space used in a variety of industries, primarily printing. See www.pantone.com

Creative Free-Fall: A type of brainstorming  technique used in creative advertising and concept development.

Reduction: The process of reducing a concept down to its fundemental elements, by stripping away all un-necessary extras.

LZW (Lempel-Ziv-Welch) is a universal lossless data compression algorithm, used in the digital imaging world for lossless TIFF compression

A keyline, in graphic design, is a boundary line on original artwork that indicates cropping. The line itself, usually consisting of a black (or other strongly colored) border.

RAL is a color space system developed in 1927 in Germany for Quality Assurance. RAL started off with only 40 colors, but has since expanded to cover over 1,900. That color system is mainly used to describe paint colors, plastics and vinyl.

Bleed is a printing term that refers to printing that goes beyond the edge of the sheet after trimming. The bleed is the part on the side of your document that gives the printer that small amount of space to move around paper and design inconsistencies.

Bleeds in Europe generally are 3 to 5mm from where the cut is to be made. This can vary from print company to print company. Some printers ask for specific sizes; most of these companies place the specific demands on their website.

Dye-cut (or Die-cut)a metal die with sharp edges is pressed into the material to cut it. Creating different custom shapes in the paper /card.

LPI: a measure of the frequency of a halftone screen (usually ranging from 55-200). Originally, halftones were made by placing an etched glass plate over an image and exposing it to produce dots. Lpi refers to the frequency of the horizontal and vertical lines. 

spine - the binding edge at the back of a book.

Faux: as in “Faux Bold” This means you are using a “fake” version of the font, not really a true bold version of the font, but rater  the application just applies a stroke to the font to make it bold. Not reliable for printing.

knockout - a shape or object printed by eliminating (knocking out) all background colors. Contrast to overprinting.

imposition - refers to the arrangement of pages on a printed sheet, which when the sheet is finally printed on both sides, folded and trimmed, will place the pages in their correct order.

overprinting - printing over an area already printed. Contrast with knockout.

EPS - Encapsulated PostScript. A file format used to transfer PostScript image information from one program to another. The preferred file format for saving images, as it is resolution independent, as opposed to TIFF.

Perfect binding - a common method of binding paperback books. After the printed sections having been collated, the spines will be ground off and the cover glued on. Best associated with soft-cover/paperback books.

Score - needed before folding (all heavy weight papers) to create an accurate and neat fold line.

Postscript: The de facto standard page description language (PDL) in the graphics arts industry as well as in commercial printing. Developed by Adobe, many printers and most imagesetters support PostScript by having a built-in PostScript interpreter. Postscript supports resolution from 300 DPI to 2540 DPI

PDF:

A file format developed by adobe in 1993.

Text and line art is converted into vectors and paths.

Raster graphics / bitmaps are usually converted into jpeg format.

Vector graphics in PDF, as in PostScript, are constructed with paths. Paths are usually composed of lines and cubic Bezier curves, but can also be constructed from the outlines of text. Unlike PostScript, PDF does not allow a single path to mix text outlines with lines and curves. Paths can be stroked, filled, or used for clipping. Strokes and fills can use any color set in the graphics state, including patterns.

Some Isues that arise for the designer using PDFs include:

Transparency  - (corrected in version 1.4)

Resolution: default resolution is usually a downsample and high compression.

Colour model issues

Incompatibility with different versions and pdf readers.

Bleeds and printers marks – all need to be chosen to be included by the designer.

Older versions also have problems with alpha chanels, multiple layers and blends.
